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CAC ANNUAL INTER-TERTIARY DANCE COMPETITION 2009

RULES & REGULATIONS (as of 21 December 2008):
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19.

This competition is primarily open to students (as of 2008 and/or 2009) of the following tertiary institutions: NUS,
NTU, SIM, SMU, Nanyang Polytechnic, Ngee Ann Polytechnic, Singapore Polytechnic, Temasek Polytechnic, Republic
Polytechnic, La Salle, NAFA and students of all the Junior Colleges and ITEs.

A minimum of 3 dancers and a maximum of 8 dancers (excluding the reserves) are allowed for each team. The team
can be composed of members from the different institutions mentioned above.

At least half of the team has to be made up of students from the tertiary institutions mentioned. Student members
of the dance teams are to bring proof of student status, e.g. matriculation card, student EZ link card, etc on the day
of the Preliminary round and Final round.

The style of dance should be street style (hip-hop, breaking, krumping). Do email us to clarify if you are in doubt.
The duration of the dance should be 5 minutes MAX.

A registration fee of $60 in cash is payable upon confirmation of participation.

Any withdrawal from the competition must be reported to us by 22 December 2008 and $20 dollars will be
refunded; otherwise the registration fee of $60 will be forfeited.

All entries must reach the Funkamania XIV Organizing Committee by 21 December 2008. Any late entries will not
be entertained.

Results given by the judges and the Funkamania XIV Organizing Committee are final.

Prizes are to be collected immediately after the finals. Funkamania XIV Organizing Committee will not be liable for
any missing prizes.

All prizes are not exchangeable for cash.

All tracks have to be submitted to the organizers in CD format. The CD should consist of only the dance track that
your team is using and must be in audio format. At least 2 copies of backup CDs should be prepared. Please carry
out appropriate censorship on your own tracks (vulgarities etc are not recommended).

The dance track has to be submitted to the Funkamania XIV Organizing Committee by 25 December 2008.

Requests for lightings during the preliminary rounds will not be approved.

Name of teams and their members have to be confirmed on the balloting day, which will be announced at a later
date.

Doping is strictly forbidden. The 10C Rules on doping shall apply. Any person assisting or inciting others in the
contravention of doping rules shall be considered as having committed an offence and will be subject to disciplinary
action.

NUS and the Funkamania X1V Organizing Committee will not be liable for any injuries sustained during the course of
the competition.

Any violation of the above mentioned rules & regulations will result in the forfeiture of the registration fee or the
disqualification of the team or both.

The Funkamania XIV Organizing Committee reserves the right to make any changes to the above rules & regulations
and results as and when it deems necessary.
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
